On March 22, our NDP government released its 14th consecutive balanced budget. In my six 
years as Saskatchewan Premier, I don't mind saying this is the budget of which I am most proud. 

The 2007 budget contains many positives but our government believes the two major highlights are
 
the new $15 Seniors' Drug Plan and the Graduate Tax Exemption.
 

In the last few years, Saskatchewan 's senior citizens have continued to tell our NDP government that
 
rising costs are making often desperately needed medical drugs more and more unaffordable. We have
 
listened and we have responded.
 

Beginning July 1, as part of the new $15 Seniors' Drug Plan, people 65 and older will pay a maxi­

mum of only $15 for all prescription drugs covered under the formulary plan . The new drug plan will
 
benefit about 115,000 seniors with savings per person of approximately S400 annually. It is without
 
question the most significant expansion of edicare in a generation.
 

Furthermore, not only does this budget freeze university tuition for the third year in a row, it also
 
introduces the new Graduate Tax Exemption. As part of this new tax exemption, post -secondary
 
graduates will pay no provincial income tax on the first $20,000 income they make for each of the
 
five years after they graduate.
 

Our government believes the new Graduate Tax Exemption will make it easier for young
 
people and families starting out in Saskatchewan to build a future right here.
 

The 2007 Saskatchewan budget also contains many other highlights including:
 

• The largest infrastructure budget ever at $534.8 million - an increase of 31.3% ­

that will go toward maintaining Saskatchewan's roads and highways;

• $36.5 million for capital improvements to hospitals and health facilities and
 
$22 million for medical equipment;
 

• Extended health benefits for up to 30,000 low income workers; 
• Improving children's health by providing a targe ted den tal sealant program
 

for students in Grades 1-7 in community schools;
 
• And S107 million in education property tax relief. 

What was Brad Wall and the Sask Party's only response to this year's great budget? They said 
it was unsustainable - in spite of the fact that Saskatchewan continues to receive credit rating 
upgrades for our NOP government's prudent fiscal management of the province's economy. 
Furthermore, it is interesting to note that Brad Wall and the Sask Party never say tax cuts are 
unsustainable -just programs that benefit people. 

Our NOP government realizes that all Saskatchewan people have shared in the burden of cleaning 
up the economic mess left behind by the Grant Devine Conservatives, when debt and deficits had 
reached unprecedented levels. Now that the books are balanced and the economy is strong, we 
believe it is time to give back to the people and help those who need it most. Our government 
believes the new Graduate Tax Exemption and Seniors' Drug Plan do just that.
