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Dear Premier Calvert, 

Your government's iandling of the ou t-or-court settlement to Murdoch Carriere has left a 
considerable number of unanswered questions regarding this payment and the total cost 
to Saskatchewan taxpayers . I am writing to ask ~ ' O U to provide answers to these 
questions. 

Specifically: 

1.	 What is the total cost of the government 's legal fees related to the Murdoch 
Carriere case? 

2.	 Has the goverrunent paid any of Mr. Carriere's legal costs and if so, how much? 
3.	 Your February 27,2007 news release notes that "Mr. Carriere is permitted to pay 

arrears of pension contributions to his plan." Will the government be matching 
these contributions and if so, what will the cost be? 

4.	 Mr. Carriere was suspended with pay in October 2002 but was not fired until 
April 2003 . How much was Mr. Carriere paid during the time he was suspended 
with pay? 

5.	 On April 11, 2003 in the Assembly, former Minister Joanne Crofford confirmed 
that Mr. Cari erre was allowed to keep his govemment vehicle and cellular phone 
during the period that he was suspended with pay. Th e Minister indicated that the 
personal use cost of these items would be recovered by the government "through 
payroll deduction and then through other legal means if that isn't sufficient." 
How much was the personal usc costs of these items determined to be and what 
amount was ultimately recovered by the government? 

6.	 Fonner Deputy Minister fthe Environment Terry Scott was suspended and later 
left the public service following the firing of Murdoch Carriere. How much 
money was paid to Mr . Scott during the period of his suspension? 

7.	 What was the total amount of the severance package received by Mr. Scott? 
8.	 Identify any other costs incurred by the government as a result of the Murdoch 

Caniere case. 
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Finally. neither your news release nor our public comments provided any real 
explanation of why your government would pay $275.000 to Murdoch Carriere - over 
twice the amount received in total by the nine women who made harassment allegations 
against NIr. Carriere. Please provide the reasons that your governmen t feels Mr. Carriere 
is 110\\1 entitled to S275,000 taxpayers ' dollars. 

I would hope to receive your answers to these importan t questions prior to the legislative 
session resuming on March 7. If not, p lease be assured the Saskatchewan Part y will seek 
these answers during the legislative session.
